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PREFACE

The First Hebrew Primer is a simple, straightforward guide to Biblical Hebrew. Thirty
lessons provide enough information and practice to enable you, with the aid of
a Hebrew-English dictionary, to understand most biblical texts.The goal of the
Primer 1s to teach students to read and understand Biblical Hebrew as quickly
as possible; therefore, the lessons emphasize recognition and translation—not

memorization.

We present vocabulary based upon frequency in the Hebrew Bible and have care-
fully controlled the number of words introduced. Wherever possible, the most
common Hebrew words are taught in early chapters. By the end of the Primer, you
will have learned most words that occur two hundred or more times in the Bible.
This controlled vocabulary should make the transition to reading biblical text as easy

as possible.

Several special features in the Primer are worth noting. We introduce the first in a
series of Tall Tales in chapter 8. These stories are familiar folktales translated into
Biblical Hebrew. The stories reinforce the grammar and vocabulary taught in each
lesson and provide the student with an early opportunity to read large passages of
text. The Primer also presents an adapted version of the Book of Ruth as a series of
guided readings. These readings become more complex as the student’s skills develop.
Spelling charts in the back of the book give conjugated forms of common Hebrew

words that allow students to read and write Biblical Hebrew.

To make learning easier, we sometimes use our own terms for grammatical concepts.
The chart on page 368 lists the traditional English and Hebrew names for EKS ter-
minology. We also have been careful to present those forms that are the most com-
mon in the Hebrew Bible; as a result, you will study and practice many more

masculine forms than feminine ones. Some forms are so rare that we have left them

out of exercises and spelling charts altogether.

Changes to the Third Edition

We are always looking for ways to improve the Primer and we listen carefully to com-
ments. and suggestions. This revised third edition introduces several new terms and

clarifies select grammatical points, but will look the same to long-time Primer

readers.

The key change we have made to the third edition is the inclusion of new explana-
tory endnotes. Many readers have expressed a desire to deepen their knowledge of
Biblical Hebrew, but have unanimously endorsed the clear, uncomplicated tone of
the Primer. We have responded by adding these optional, supplementary notes.
Students may read the notes to enrich their understanding of Hebrew grammar or
concentrate solely on the main text. Either way, the Primer provides a sound foun-

dation for more advanced studies in the Hebrew Bible.

THE BEGINNING
OF THE ALPHABET

Students new to Hebrew will need to work carefully through the first three chapters,

which cover the alphabet and the rules for pronunciation. Even those who already

know how to read Hebrew are encouraged to review Chapters 1 and 2. Chapter 3 is

particularly important for all students because it provides basic information spe-

cific to Biblical Hebrew.

Hebrew and English

English Alphabet

The Dagesh

A dagesh is a dot in the center of a letter. It may appear in most letters of the
Hebrew alphabet, and should be thought of as part of the spelling of a word. There
are definite rules concerning the uses of every dagesh, but for the purposes of this

text, we will discuss only the most important ones.

The Beged Kefet Letters

The words Beged Kefet are used as a memory device for the combined letters in
the Beged Kefet group. : and l and -‘ make Beged, : and D and n combine
to make Kefet. At one time, all six of these letters were pronounced one way with a
dagesh and another way without a dagesh. Today, only three of these letters (the
:, the D , and the D) change their pronunciation when a dagesh is added.
However, all six of the Beged Kefet (n D: -f J:) letters continue to act as a

group. A dagesh never changes the meaning of the word when it changes the

Because they cannot take a dagesh, these letters upset normal spelling rules and cre-
ate exceptions in grammar. We will discuss these exceptions as they arise. It is

important to memorize these five letters as a group.

English verbs describe action in past, present, and future tenses. biblical Hebrew
has only two tenses: perfect, which describes completed action; and imperfect,

which describes action which is not complete.

All the verbs shown above are shown in the perfect tense. In Biblical Hebrew, the
perfect tense is sometimes used to describe present completed action or even
future completed action, as well as past completed action. In this book, however,

the perfect tense will be treated as if it were equivalent to the English past tense.

The Gender of Nouns: Masculine and Feminine

In English, only a few nouns are specifically masculine or feminine: for example,
man, woman, waiter, waitress. In Hebrew, all nouns are either masculine or femi-

nine, even though the things they describe may have no male or female qualities.

Masculine Singular Nouns

There are no characteristic endings for the masculine singular noun. If a singular
noun does not have a feminine ending (.‘DT( or 1), it is probably masculine singular.

However, there are some exceptions. The only certain way to determine the gender

of a noun is to look it up in a Hebrew dictionary.

We will indicate the gender of each noun in the vocabulary list for each chapter

and in the glossary in the back of this book. All nouns introduced in Chapter 4 are

masculine nouns.

Gender of Verbs

In Hebrew, every verb has both masculine and feminine forms.
